WHAT:   Planned Streambank Stabilization and Trail improvements coming this Fall! 
 
WHEN:   Construction for both projects will begin t his September and last through November 2009.  Ther e will be brief temporary trail closures during the se projects. 
 
WHERE: Pheasant Branch Creek Trail Corridor Century  Avenue to the trail terminus near Parmenter Street .  
 
WHY:   Safer access!  The PBC Trail Corridor is heavily used by recreational runners, walkers, bicyclists, and bird watchers. This route is also a frequent transportation corridor for commuters and 

students going to/from work and school. The City of Middleton will be installing new bridges and paving over the existing trail to provide year round access to all who use it. A grant from the 
Department of Transportation has helped to make this possible. We are sorry for any inconvenience the brief construction period may cause and hope that you enjoy the upcoming enhancements! 

 
 Storm Water Management!  Due to severe flooding events in the last few years, the streambanks have become severely eroded and unsafe. The City of Middleton will be continuing their efforts to 

mitigate the transfer of sediment downstream plugging up the Lake Mendota Watershed by installing naturalized armament throughout the PBC Trail Corridor. A grant from the State of Wisconsin’s 
Clean Water Fund Program for EPA FFY 2009 Capitalization Grant and American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 helped to fund this important project.
