1. Public Comment.  None.

3. Pedestrian/Traffic Safety Committee.  There was a brief discussion on the Pedestrian Safety Presentations that were held on December 13.  Chief Keil offered to provide members not in attendance at the December 13 meeting with a copy of the DVD from the presentations.
4. Police/Court Building Project.  Chief Keil reported that meetings with Department staff and Zimmerman staff are on-going.  
5. Impact of TIF/TID Projects on Public Safety Services.  Chief Keil provided a copy of a report from Lt. Kakuske on calls for service in the Greenway Area over the last year.  Chief Keil advised that the report was preliminary and that while this report showed that there were over 1000 calls for service in this area there could be more calls or less calls in the proposed Tribecca development depending on the final make-up of the development and what type of “Big Box” store anchored at the development. 
Chief Keil advised that he would meet with Lt. Kakuske and the City Planners to further analyze the current report and identify whether or not the report includes the proper amount of square footage for retail, business and residential or if the current analysis should be revised to better reflect what the Tribecca development might look like. 

The Committee asked that the final report be provided to the members of the City Council and Planning Commission as they consider the Tribecca Development.
