The meeting was called to order by Steve Leo at 7:02 PM.

   1)   Public Comment.  None.

2) Approval of the minutes of the May 8, 2008 meeting.  Motion by Zeinemann, seconded by Byers to approve.  Motion carried.
3) Review of an Ordinance to amend the current Outdoor Lighting Code.  Sgt. Hellenbrand reported that the latest version of the ordinance was not officially reviewed by the Ad Hoc Lighting Committee after the draft was prepared.  Officer Kasdorf reported that he reviewed the current draft and that the Department had some concerns with the current draft.  Chief Keil recommended that the draft go back to the Committee for further review and research specifically to address the concerns of the Police Department with regard to public safety and security implications. 

4) Pedestrian/Traffic Safety Committee Report.  Jim LaGro reported that the Committee met recently to discuss a number of ped/traffic safety issues.  LaGro reported that a kick-off for the proposed Bike/Pedestrian System Plan was scheduled for July 16 from 5 - 7 PM.  
5)  Police/Court Building Update.  Chief Keil reported on the progress of the building design.  
6) Review of a draft of an Ordinance to require digital video in certain planned developments.  The Committee discussed a draft of an ordinance that would require certain types of commercial developments to have digital video systems installed with approval of the Police Department that would help prevent crime and enhance the ability of the police to solve crimes. 
7) Review of the current Noise Ordinance.  Alderman Leo reported on the on-going issues related to noise in the community and the current exceptions to the amplified sound permit ordinance.  It was the consensus of the Committee that a 9 PM weekday cut off time (current time per ordinance) for amplified sound and a later weekend cut off time was acceptable.   
8) Other Business.  Ald. DiPiazza requested information on Department staffing needs.  Chief Keil will work with his staff to put together a report for a future meeting.
